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The Cpl. Brad Squires Memorial Fund was founded to honor and memorialize our son and brother, Brad Squires, who was killed in action on June 9, 2005 in Iraq, and all the Ohio Service members that, like Brad, also unselfishly gave their lives in Iraq and Afghanistan protecting our freedom in the service of our Country.  

The fund also contributes to positive community activities that impact on the lives of its residents in a way that reflects the lasting mark Brad and his fellow Ohio Service members made on our lives, on their communities and throughout the world. Along with the continuous upkeep of the Memorial Plaza the fund contributes to the community, sports teams and academic scholarships.
Determined not to let this loss of life be forgotten, a lasting remembrance has been issued forth from the hearts and minds of many who care.  The Cpl. Brad Squires Memorial Plaza at 7575 Old Oak Boulevard was dedicated on June 2, 2007, for all the men and women in Ohio that have given their lives protecting our country’s freedom during Operation Iraqi Freedom, and to help continue to carry on their names.

The garden plaza includes an inspiring monument to our brother, but a monument for branches of our Military Services of those who gave their life.  The name of each soldier is displayed on bronze plaques, and five marble benches will allow visitors to sit as they read the names for year.
